Prop 207 Funding for
 Community Reinvestment 

In addition to legalizing adult recreational use of marijuana in Arizona,
Proposition 207 (passed by voters in 2020) included several justice
reform components. 

The Justice Reinvestment Fund receives 10% of all state tax revenues
from the sale of recreational marijuana. 35% of those funds are allotted
to county public health departments, in proportion to the population of
each county, “for the purpose of providing justice reinvestment
programs or distributing grants to qualified nonprofit organizations to
provide justice reinvestment programs in that county.”



Prop 207 Funding for
 Community Reinvestment 
Under A.R.S. § 36-2863(G) (1-4) Justice Investment Programming is defined as
follows:
1. Public and behavioral health, including evidence-based and evidence-informed
substance use prevention and treatment and substance use early intervention
services.
2. Restorative justice, jail diversion, workforce development, industry-specific
technical assistance, or mentoring services for economically disadvantaged
persons in communities disproportionately impacted by high rates of arrest and
incarceration.
3. Addressing the underlying causes of crime, reducing drug-related arrests, and
reducing the prison population in this state.
4. Creating or developing technology and programs to assist with the restoration
of civil rights and the expungement of criminal records.

501 c 3 nonprofit status or a Fiscal Sponsor) based in geographic areas of
Maricopa County that have high rates of arrest and incarceration. For
reference, see Arizona Department of Health Services’ “Justice
Reinvestment Priority Area Maps,” available on the Resources page of
justreinvest.org 

2. Have an organizational budget under $2 million.

3.Have staff, leadership, and governance that is representative and
deeply connected to the communities served.

4. Have a demonstrated history of serving the
community and a generally positive reputation.

5. Address one of the 4 Programmatic Priority Areas 

6. Be willing to work closely with JCA 
and be compliant to grant parameters as part of a group of 
subgrantees.
7. Colleges and universities are not eligible
